ACTIVE CLUB PROGRAM

PURPOSE
The Active Club Program offers financial assistance to support grassroots sport and active
recreation organisations to strengthen and sustain active communities. This increases all
South Australians’ access to quality active recreation and sport activities and facilities.

HIGHLIGHTS

How will the funds be distributed?
The Active Club Program aims to distribute funds across the entire state of South Australia by
setting notional allocations based on state electoral boundaries.

Budget
$2.35 Million per annum (notionally split over 2 rounds with $40,000 per electorate in the first
round (March) and $10,000 per electorate in the second round (September)).

Who's Eligible
Community based ‘grassroots’ sport and active recreation clubs that are incorporated under
the Associations Incorporations Act 1985.

What can you apply for?
There will be 2 grant types:
Facility projects (available round 1 only, opening the same time as the Community Recreation
and Sport Facilities Program).
Program and equipment funding (available Round 1 and Round 2).
Projects should be consistent with good management principles.

How much can you apply for?
e Up to $20,000 for a facility project. If your application is unsuccessful under the Active
Club Program electoral allocation it will get a second chance assessment in the
statewide Community Recreation and Sport Facilities Program.
e Upto $5,000 for programs and equipment grants with a simplified application form.

When can you apply?
The following dates are anticipated for the next rounds:
Round 33 - opens 3 March 2012 and closes 30 April 2012.
Round 34 - opens 1 September 2012 and closes 15 October 2012.

Application Process
Guidelines and Application Forms will be available when the rounds open.
Successful applicants will be notified and required to enter into a formal agreement with the
Minister for Recreation and Sport.
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
